IS THAT A GRAIN BIN
OR A SILO? HOw TO
TELL THE DIFFERENCE

When was the last time you
took a drive down a country
road in rural Kane County —
maybe to enjoy a scenic “short
cut” or to visit your friend in the
country. You probably passed
the large grain bins or silos visi-
ble from the side of the road.
But what are they really called —
grain bins or silos? What is even
inside them? Well, don’t bother
asking Siri or stop to call your
friend from the country, here is
how you can tell. There is a dif-
ference between the two and
what they hold inside, and the

explanation is quite simple for
those of us who are not farm
detail inclined.
Silo

Silos serve sort of like a cof-
fee thermos (yum, coffee). They
are tall, skinny, they hold in
moisture with a tight seal. Silos
often are blue or the color of
concrete. They traditionally
store silage, which is grass or
other fodder harvested green
and wet, primarily to feed cattle.
Grain Bin

Grain Bins are structures
made of vented, silver, or corru-

tour-to-argentinabrazil .aspx
Airfare, meals, ground trans-
portation, and 8 nights lodging
are covered in the Issues Tour fee
of $2500. Kane County Farm
Bureau will provide a minimum
of $1500 toward that fee for qual-
ified applicants, with the remain-
der coming from the participant.
Participants are also responsible
for incidental expenses (passport
fee, VISA for Brazil, phone calls,
souvenirs, etc.). Additional
requirements include pre-trip
briefings and post-trip presenta-

gated steel. They are fatter in
diameter than silos and have
varying heights. They generally
store dry corn and soybeans and
are designed to keep moisture
out. The product can be sold for
feed, food and fuel use.

So, that’s it! Now that you
know the difference, revisit a
Sunday afternoon drive to enjoy
seeing the beautiful rural farms
in Kane County, and find the
same structures you had once
found before — but this time with
more knowledge of what you are
viewing. Take a moment to pull
over and get a photo of these
structures, and comment on what
you spotted on your drive - Grain
Bin or Silo! Post to our
Facebook page using the tag
#silo or #grainbin. Let’s fill Kane
County Farm Bureau’s Facebook
site up with posts of local silos
and grain bins this November!

During the Middle Ages people started to play football. Back then, it was called “townball” and everyone
including men, women and children played. Teams consisted of around 200 players. Games usually lasted
all day with many injured and some dead. Tired of these injuries, organizers moved the games to a field out-
side of town, set up with boundary lines, goal lines, and a reduced number of players on the field.

Around the 19th century, football made its way to the United States. Football was a blend of soccer and
rugby. Egg-shaped balls were now being used. Length of the playing field was now 100 yards. There were
two 30-minute periods, in which to play the game.
